1} Ordinance to establish a procedure to disclose potential conflicts of interest. A motion was made
by Polete with a second by Walts that as the ordinance was made available prior to the meeting it be read
the first time by title only. Motion carried. Moore read the ordinance. Motion was made by Polete with a
second by Brown to read the ordinance the second time by title only. Motion carried. Ordinance 10-42
duly adopted.

2) Ordinance amending Section 710.050 to establish a schedule of rates for electric service, A
motion was made by Merriman with a second by Walts that as the ordinance was made available prior to
the meeting it be read the first time by title only. Motion carried. Mayor Tripp opened the floor for
discussion. Alderman Reutzel began by asking why are we raising the rates. Finance officer Shinn
responded by stating “earlier discussion kept stating the city was in great financial condition, when in
actuality the city is in okay financial condition”. He went on to explain the city has committed to over §1
million to bring the electric infrastructure up to grade. The upgrade will need to be paid for with electric
revenue. Reutzel stated the city should have sold the electric utility to BREC as voted on in 2007. A
discussion continued on why council decided the sale was not in the best interest of the city. There were
many cost uncertains in leaving the MOPEP pool and selling to BREC. The discussion continued on the
rate increase itself and how it would affect city businesses and residents. Shinn referred council to the
financial information he distributed prior to the meeting which listed the cost breakdowns for the various



entities (i.e. residential, comm’l non-demand, etc. etc.) Several citizens in attendance spoke on the rate
increase and it’s affect of their bills, Mayor Tripp then closed the discussion. Attorney Moore read the
ordinance. Voting aye on the ordinance were: Walts, Brown, Thomas, Merriman, Polete; voting nay:
Reutzel. A motion was then made by Merriman with a second by Walts to read the ordinance the second
time by title only. Motion carried. Voting aye on the ordinance were: Walts, Brown, Thomas, Meriman,
Polete; voting nay: Reutzel, At this time Mayor Tripp chose to veto the ordinance stating he would like to
review other options with Shinn,

3} Resignation of the City Marshal. A motion was made by Merriman with a second by Thomas to
accept the resignation of Glen LaChance as City Marshal. Motion carried.
